The WSD-600 UPB Dimming Wall 
Switch provides control of lighting throughout 
a home.  The wall switch replaces standard 
and existing manual wall switches and provides 
manual, computer control, and remote control 
of the home’s lighting system.  The device is 
housed in an aesthetically pleasing package 
which mounts in one position of a standard 
electrical wiring box.  The switch is designed to 
work with standard Decora style faceplates. 

Each WSD-600 can be part of 16 individual 
links, or scenes.  These scenes can be con-
trolled through the use of the WMT NetPlace 
server, or through the use of multi-button con-
trollers located throughout the home.  In addi-
tion, with the use of the WMT server, the switch 
can be controlled based upon time of day, 
based upon the status of another device (I.e., a 
security system), or be part of a macro.. 

     The key to the switch’s function is the 
Un ive rsa l  Power l i ne  Bus  techno logy  fo r  
communication applications. Use of standard 
electrical wiring for communication transmission is 
possible due to lower noise levels, stronger signal 
strength and improved reliabil ity surpassing 
technologies such as X-10, CeBus and others. 
UPB technology also allows enough individually 
addressable devices to control the largest 
residential environment usually without the need 
for phase coupling and without affecting or being 
affected by adjacent home environments.
